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What is IMAP?

The International Medical Assistance Program (IMAP) was initiated by IIMSAM’s*Goodwill Ambassador Dr. Alan
Goldsmith, to provide local populations in need with on-site needed medical services such as pharmaceuticals,
medical equipment and examinations by healthcare professionals.

IMAP in Haiti
Emergency Medical Assistance

IMAP has already begun sending physicians and supplies to Haiti and will continue to do so over the coming weeks.
The medical experts are working with Haitian partner hospitals. They are currently treating patients, providing medical
equipment, medicines, water etc. Patients with special needs are being transported to Dr. Goldsmith’s Medical Center
in New Jersey for special treatment.

Under the umbrella of IMAP, a self-sustained medical compound in Port Au Prince, next to the U.S. Embassy, is
currently being created. The field hospital will be able to assist over 100 patients simultaneously and will have the
capacity to provide all forms of medical assistance.

The self-contained water purification unit that is both solar and diesel powered will make use of the nearby river
water. Initially, the unit will be able to provide 50,000 gallons of potable water daily, however there are plans to bring
more of the mobile water units to the emergency zone as additional funding is being secured.

Food Security

Spirulina is recommended to be used “as a short- and medium-term solution to emergency situations where a
sustainable supply of high protein/high vitamin foodstuff is required”**
